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The full paper should not exceed 10,000 words or 20 pages.  The first page must only include the paper title, list of authors, abstract (200 words max), and keywords (20 words max).

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Tables: Keep formatting as simple as possible. Place at the proper locations in the text, preferably on pages in which they are first mentioned.  Number sequentially, e.g. Table 1, Table 2, etc.  Place table caption on top of the table, left justified. 

Equations: Type all equations on separate lines and number sequentially in the order of appearance, e.g. (1), (2), etc.  Place equation numbers to be flush with right margin.
